Travelling to Denmark



Brønderslev Ungdomsskole is located in the north of Denmark, close to Aalborg (20 minutes by car) the 4rd. biggest city in Denmark. 

The nearest airport is Aalborg 30 km. from Brønderslev. In Brønderslev there is a trainstation .
Travel costs – arrival/departure
Brønderslev Ungdomsskole will reimburse 100 % of your transport costs from the trainstation or nearest international  airport. Travel must be done by train(green travel) – travel by plane is only possible in agreement with Brønderslev Ungdomsskole.
The cost of the travel most be accepted by Brønderslev Ungdomsskole before booking.

The volunteer will need to pay his/her travel costs covering their transport to/from above mentioned departure/arrival place and their home. 
In order to reimburse the travel costs the volunteer must keep all original boarding passes/tickets/documents related to traveling from and to destination. The reimbursement will be done to volunteer once she/he has a Danish banc account – this can take up to 2 months after arrival. 
Both Sending and Hosting organizations will assist the volunteer with whatever questions may  occure.

Accomodation

The 4 volunteers will be living together, all sharing an apartment in the center of Brønderslev – 10 min. by foot away from the office of Brønderslev Ungdomsskole. It is a newly renovated apartment in 2 stocks with a living room, kitchen with washing maschine/tumledryer, bathroom and 4 single rooms.

You will have your own room. Towels and bed linen will be provided.

We will not be able to host you either before or after the project periode. If you would like to arrive earlier or stay longer, you will have to find accommodation yourself!
IMPORTANT NOTE:

The Danish summer and winter weather can be quite unpredictable, please bring some warm clothes with you, to be comfortable at work but also in your free time. The temperature in summer can reach +30 degrees and in winter -10 with quite some wind.

Each volunteer is scheduled for 35 hours per week and follows the danish law concerning employees.

The working schedule and assignments are different from each volunteer, and will include evenings and weekends.
Tasks at the clubs will be assisting on activities with and for the kids; playing, cooking along with the kids, prepare food, running Volunteer blog etc. Learn more on the ESC Blog.
The volunteers will face other practical tasks such as cleaning, tidying, shop groceries etc. 

Holidays/days off/vacation
Some weeks the workings hours can go over 35 hours. These extra hours the volunteer can spend as hours/days off work – in agreement with the leader.
Instead of 2 days off per month as written in the ESC Program Guide, we collect the days for the volunteers to spend for Christmas ( 2 Weeks off)  and Summer Holiday( min. 3 Weeks off).
 The volunteers have 2 weeks off for Christmas Holiday and 3 Weeks for Summer Holiday – last Weeks end of July. With the possibility to spend the 3 Weeks in Summer back home. 

# foodmoney in July will only be given for the days spend in Denmark.
Fritids- and Youthclubs - tasks
The volunteer will assist the staff in the activities with and for the members of the club; children/youngsters. The activities are based on the social communities and a co-determination of the members involved. We seek to involve all participants where the staff aim to include everyone – and give them a role in the community through Ex. Plays, creative, sports, cooking etc.
The activities in the club are based on democracy and participation as a way of involving the children and young people. 

The clubs aim to develop skills and experience within climate actions is a local context; activities with a green practice that will support the environmental protection and sustainable development. Our goal is to give knowledge both the volunteers, staff and children/youngsters and add an action in solving the challenges.

The afternoon club provides a small meal/snack in the afternoon and twice a Week dinner. The volunteer will be a part of shopping, prepare and cooking with and for the children.

Daily practical tasks are to be expected.

We expect the volunteer to join all activities in the club, whatever it is physical or creative activities. 
The aim for the volunteers is to assist/join though he/she has no experience/personal interest in the activity, instead keeping the focus on what is needed/planned for the kids/young people.
